CINY PILLAR SRIRINE

This city pillar was built to present as a royal honor and honor on
the auspicious occasion of His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej,
RAMA 9 for the 50th anniversary of the accession to the throne
on 9 June 1996.

The City Pillar was carved from a piece of wood from golden
shower tree with lacquer gilded. The City Pillar Shrine building
is Sriwichai art style. It is beautiful and outstanding in the heart
of Ban Don, near the Tapee River. People like to use many
things to worship such a young coconut, boiled eggs, as well as
arranging Thai dancing lady. They come to dance for the vow
after achieving the wish.

Open-close time : 07.00am. - 7.00pm. Daily open.

uASLNIRYD @ uAsEsIUNSsIT 9
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Formerly, it was known as Don Liab Monastery before 2447 B.E.,
It was elevated as a Royal Temple on May 29, 1948 which is the
first royal temple in Surat Thani.

The ordination hall was built in 1982. It enshrines “Phra Bhudha
NopparatRajabhaprit Trirattanathachrangsan”, meaning the
Buddha image which is the flag of the Triple Gems of Buddha
was enshrined at the title of the King Rama 9 at the platform of
Buddha and the gable of the hall.
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Trai Dhammaram Temple,

Sam Mhai Temple

There is a Buddha image with meditation posture or energetic
posture width 3 meters 2 cubits wide 4 feet 8 inches elbow in
front of the hall, named “Phra Bhodi Bhudha Kayanusorn'. This is
enshrined under the Bodhi tree. The inside contains the Buddha's
relics as well to bring prosperity to the worshippers.

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Patthanaram Temple, Royal Temple

This temple was built by the abbot Patnarot, the first abbot
of the temple. He built this temple for only 6 baht in 1896, he
died in 1942 with a meditation posture. His body was kept until
the year 2491 and had opened the container of your body, it
appeared that the body was not rotting even though he passed
away for many years.

The temple is not similar to any other temples because there
was a giant picture and a guard standing by the door inside the
Luang Pho Na Rong enshrined. The principal Buddha amulet,
the royal king of the province.

Location : Nah Muang Road. Thida Meapra School
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Pueng Thao Kong Shrine

It is an ancient shrine at least 232 years old, presumably from
the excavation of the Benjarong cup, art from the late Ayutthaya
period to the Rattanakosin period. While making the base of the
dragon pillars, there is a god Pueng Thao KKong or land gods based
on beliefs from overseas Chinese.

Chinese shrine of Hai Lam descent had been together since the
first construction and set up a foundation in Ban Don about 100
years ago with the Tabtim goddess which is believed to be the
goddess of the sea. This shrine swallows gathered together to
make a nest. It is eye-catching and gets the attention of tourists
and worshipers.

or “Tekka Jisu Ko” Morality Foundation, Surat Thani

This shrine enshrines Phra Arhan Jigong at the foundation’s
second floor temple, along with the various gods. On the side of
shrine are the shrine of the god of fortune other God of Cai Shen

Shiya. It is enshrined with the belief that they will give fortune
to worshippers.

Kusol Sattha Foundation officially opened in 1965 with enshrining

There is a god of birth for depositing your fate to fix the bad
year. This is the only place in Surat Thani where people go to

pay respect to the horoscope continuously.

Raphael Archangel Cathedral built to honor god and used as a
place of worship and for the prayers of Christian. It is the center
of the Diocese of Surat Thani to be used as a place for bishops to
perform various ceremonies and it is also a symbol of the power
of instruction and governing in the diocese of the patriarch as
well. There is sacred relic inside the cathedral which contains
relics of 4 saints, including

2. Saint Frances of Rome, Obl.S.B.
3. Peter Dung and Peter Thun

Tee Lhek road is near Sai Temple. It is along with Ton Pho road. This
place is an evening market which is one of the ancient markets in
Surat Thani. Approximately 50 years ago, there were many vendors
who began to sell their food and products on the corner of Rong
Phra or Ban Don Intersection. In the past, there were a few vendors
who demanded to trade here, and then there were a lot of vendors.
Surat Thani Municipality had organized the new area that was good
for traffic and vendors properly before we provided the places for
Night Market.

Tee Lhek road is along Sai temple. In the evening, this road is closed
to free for vendors to do business as Night Market. This market
which was primarily called Soi Tee-lek you can call in various names
"Soi San Jao, Soi Thorung or Talad Sanjac" Ban Don Night Market
in the present.

There are many delicious and different kinds of food and products
for local people and visitors traveling at Ban Don Night Market
which'is one of the most principal markets provided by Surat Thani
Municipality.

At Pak Nam Tapi, Surat Thani Municipality, you will find the old
seafood restaurant of the province.

old capital. It is an important historical story with a stream of
flowing water or Suan Mokkha Phalaram where the Buddhadasa
Bhikkhu (Phra Dharmakosacarya), Who has been honored as one
of the word’s great personalities in education, religion, culture
and peace by UNESCO. Created in the past until today. Wat
Phra Borommathat Chaiya Ratchaworawihan is the most ancient
temple since the Srivijaya period, Chaiya National museum, Phum
Reang community; the birthplace of Than Buddhathas. There
is a famous silk fabric called Muay Chaiya, which originated
from Father Than Ma of Thung Jab Chang Temple, Phum Riang
Subdistrict, in which the area of Laem Pho has built a Chaiya
boxing statue for people interested to study.

This area also has restaurants and parks to relax by the sea. It
is another place that you shouldn’t miss eating fresh seafood.
Especially white clams that are

famous for Phurn Reang’s food. Tourists can stop by to learn
how to make salted eggs in Chaiya district at Ban Lamet as well.
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Studying Dharma

There are many Dharma places in Surat Thani province. It can
say that traveling both in cities and other districts but this path.
The tourist can pass Phunphin district, Khirirat Nikhom district,
Phanom district, which can choose to travel as you like.

Let’s begin with Thung Sied Temple, there is the largest and most
beautiful water chapel, upstream Ban Nam Lat forest; a famous
tourist destination. Ratchaprapa dam is famous for seeing Guilin,
Thailand. Close to this place, there is walking across the bridge
of Ban Khao Thep Phithak and taking pictures with the heart
shaped mountains that nature creates and visit Khao Na Nai
Luang national park, Phanom district, worship Phra That Chedi,
located on the top of the hill or experience nature at Khao Sok
national park.
